Qne quick way to check the
condition of yeur distributor is to
remove the cap and try turning the
rotor arm by hand. It should turn a
little and spring back when you letgo.
If it is loose or there is play in it your
engine will not be running as
efficdently as it could be - an overhaul
of new unit is required
